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Gandhiji said that the greatest lessons in life are learnt from children, not from
learned men. A child will fearlessly try before giving up. As adults, fearing
failure, We give up before we try. A child is inherently curious about the world,

about relationship, about wants to understand how things woﬂ"k.
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President Kalam has often proclaimed the goal of becoming a developed
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country by 2020. This is in itself an ambitious and laudatory goal, but we may

want to look even beyond this. These desires of military might and Economic

clout are probably reactions to our history of powerlessness and poverty.
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
